“Cities underestimate the potential of walking and cycling
in achieving sustainable urban transport”

An effective 2ustainable urban tranzport 2yztem both improves accezs to e2zential rezources (jobs, zervices,
zocial contactz) and curtailz the negative impactz of mobilty (noize, air pollution, obesity). Developing =uch a
syatem, however, remaing the key challenge for cities, accoerding to Mr Luca Bertelini, azsociate professor of
tranzport and urkan planning at the University of Amzterdam. Spatial pelicies dezigned to 2upport denzification
and diverzification of uzez =hould be part of the 2olution package. *Thiz iz ezzential for improving the
accesszibilty of environmentally-friendhy transport modes, such as walking and cyeling®, Mr Bertelini explaing.
“We =hould not forget that in relatively dense citiez, walking and ezpecially cycling have a great, though often
undereztimated potential.”

In your view, what are the main challenges for cities with regard to transport and
mobility ?

Citiez are facing a difficult dilemma with rezpect to mebility. On the one hand, meokbilty haz become an ez=ential
condition for 2ocial emancipation and econemic development. Without mobility, accezs to e=zential rezources
=zuch as jobs, =ervices, =ocial contacts, workers, clientz, or business relations would fall below an acceptable
level. There are az vet no 2ignz that advance in telecemmunication technolegiss will zignificanthy reduce thiz
need for phyzical mekility. On the other hand, mobility haz 2&ricuz negative impactz on the global and lecal
environment think of emigiong, noize or 2pace conzumption}, and on the zafety and health of citizens (think
of accidents, air pollution er ebesity). The main challenge iz thus that of devizing and developing an urkan
tranzport gy=tem that both improves access to exzential rezources and curtailz the negative impactz of
mokbility.
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Sustainable Urban Mobility in France

Description

In October 2007, France saw the launch of the Grenelle de l'environnement (Grenelle Environment Forumj,
which conzizted of a zeriez of meetings aimed at making leng-term decizions regarding the envirenment and
=ustainable develepment. Thirteen areas for action were defined in the framework and programming bill of the
Grenelle environnement; transport iz one of the major components of the actiens undertaken within the
framework of the law. Chapter 3, which includes § articlez (the law hazs 45 articles in total), dealz with
tranzport. The declared objsctive in the field of tranzport iz to cut carbon diexide emizzions by 20% by 2020, =0
as to bring them back to the level they had reached in 15950 by this date.

Several elements clearhy appear in the chapter :

“The end of generalized road freight transpert”, with a 25% increase of nen-road freight tranzport by
2012, the opening of three roling motorways and two sea motorways and the implementation of a
mileage tax for heavy goods vehicles starting in 2012,

“To give the priority to cellective transport for passenger transport®, with measures taken to favour rail
tranzport az eppozed to read er air tranzport; the objective is to reduce noize, pollution and energy
conzumption;

“To pay attention to reducing the pellution caused by air transport™;

“To prezent the Parliamsnt with a national =cheme every new election”,

To give the priority to means of transpert other than read transpert and accelerate the consolidation of
urban public tranzport, netably in underprivileged areas;

To look for innovative golutions to finance transport infrastructure, equipment and services.

In February 2008, the government initiated the Dynamique Ezpoir Banlisues (Hope for the Suburbs Plan), which
aims to impreve the living conditions of the inhabitants of the neighbeurhoods covered by the Politigue de la ville
(urkan policy) and gives priority to the inhabitants of 215 prierity neighbourhoods of the Urban Renewal
Programme, which suffer from specific urban, social and economic problems. Ezpoir Banlieuss includes a

tranzport component which complements the tranzport infrastructure development plan announced during the
Grenelle de l'environnement, and whose objective iz to accelerate the prejects currently in progress aimed at
opening up the neighbourhoods targeted by the Politique de la ville through public tranzport.

To achieve thiz objective, the Dynamigue Ezpeir Banlisues is planning to make an additional gevernment
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
